Option 1: Wall Mount or Overhang Mount

1. Drill Holes

Stick the mounting template to the desired mounting place. Drill four
screw holes (®P=6mm) according to the template.

2. Mount Camera Bracket

Route the power cord through the opening of the camera bracket.
Insert four mounting anchors into the holes and use the mounting
screws to affix the bracket over the anchors.

The camera is not waterproof when set on a table or shelf.
Mount the camera via Option 1 or 2 when installing outdoors.

Install the camera on the bracket. Use two bracket screws to affix the
bracket and the camera.

Cable Attachments
